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1. The driver races at speeds of over 300 kilometers per hour. If a racing car crashes, the greatest
danger is fire. Racing drivers wear overalls made of up to five layers of flameproof material. The
driver’s helmet has a visor which is also flameproof. Underneath, the driver wears a Balaclava
face mask. Flameproof gloves and lightweight boots complete the driver’s clothing. (10 %)
